Due to school
closure for 2 years during CORONA Pandemic, we had to vacate our old
school and we did not even have the space available for us to start afresh,
choosing a place for the school was a very challenging task for us, it was
through the help of our mobilizer we found a great place for school. At first,
we started with 10 kids. Now the number of children in the school has
increased to 40 and this number is increasing day by day. Our play school
teacher Sahiba who has been working with us since last 4 years also
contributed a lot.
