COVID was a big set back for our Play/Pre Schools as per Govt. orders,they were
shutdown for 2 years. We reopened in 2022-23. Kudos to our teachers that
they were able to educate 78 Kkids in Kalkaji School & 71 in TKD School Further,
41 students were also given remedial classes in TKD School.

Along with the regular curriculum, our students are taught about the different
religious festivals and national days, which are also celebrated. Children are
alsotaken for periodic picnics and exposure visits. Parent Teacher Meetings
(PTM’s)are a regular feature of our pre Schools.

Project: ‘Providing Legal Awareness, Aid & Rehabilitation
to Domestic Violence Victims (DVV”s)

Shanti Sahyog completed three years of implementing the AzimPremji Philanthropic Initiatives (APPI)
Project: ‘Providing Legal Awareness,Aid &Rehabilitation to Domestic Violence Victims (DVV”s).

The one phrase that aptly sums up the outcome of the Project is: ‘EMPOWERED DOMESTIC VIOLENCE
SURVIVORS.’ The above is evident in the increased self-assurance of the DVVs while addressing domestic
violence and abuse. In the last 3 years, we have established a safe and secure environment for DVVs in
our Centre. Through empowering initiatives such as Legal Awareness Camps, Menstrual Hygiene Camps,
and Gender Equality workshops, we have significantly impacted DVVs, fostering hope for a better future.

Positive feedback and recognition from DVVs,participants, community members, and Govt.authorities
have underscored the impact of the Project. Our achievements were made possible by invaluable
support from multiple partnerships, including Hope Foundation, Delhi Commission for Women, Crime
Against Women Cell (South District), Shakti Shalini, Migration and Asylum Project, BalArogya NGO,
Child Welfare Committee, Pro Bono Advocates SudeshnaPrakash, Swati Saxena from S & S Legal

Partners & Associates) and ShashiPriya from Supreme Court Group of Lawyers Charity Wing DISHA.

Over the last six months, our Out-reach Workers mobilized 5,538 women,organized51 Legal
Awareness Camps attended by 1,305 beneficiaries, and enrolled 229 DVV’s in our Vocational
Training Programs for rehabilitation. Further, 56 women were provided livelihood, while 288 cases
were reported and counseled. We are grateful to APPI for their unwavering financial and non-financial
support and commend the dedication of our Project Team, which has been pivotal in driving this
transformative project.

As part of the APPI Project, 15 DVV trainees enrolled in Vocational Training were taken for an Exposure
Visit to the Family of Disabled (FOD) on 17 March 2023, a registered voluntary organization serving
people with disabilities. Our trainees and instructors were amazed to see the potential of disabled people
who, in spite of their disabilities were learning and earning a livelihood. Deepika Sharma, supervisor FOD,
gave us a tour of the NGO.
